Single ply membrane insulated metal deck roof system, PPC flashings to be confirmed, roof to fall away

from building to allow drainage to existing gutter, min fall 1.5°. Colour tbc.
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RE-ROOFING WORKS
(The following is an outline description of the works; refer to specification and drawings by WRT Consultants for details)
MANSARD ROOF

LOWER & UPPER LEVEL ROOFS

Remove existing roof covering, associated trims, roof outlets etc., woodwool slabs and decking material.

Exposed top cords, fasteners etc. of steel structures to be inspected by S. Eng and repairs carried out to S.Eng details (generally allow for areas of rust to be
wire brushed, primed and receive protective coating). Exposed top surfaces of timber joists and fasteners to be inspected by S.Eng and limited repairs or
replacement carried out to S.Eng details.

New roof decking to be installed comprising: metal decking, Plastisol coated to all surfaces and edges including Plastisol paint to cut edges fixed to existing
steel/ timber structure using austenitic stainless steel fasteners; vapour control layer; rigid insulation board (e.g. 100mm PIR); single ply roofing membrane.
Insulated roof outlets; vertical spigot type complete with moulded grate; to be installed and connected to existing/ new downpipes.

Vapour barrier to extend to form complete seal around the perimeter of the building to detail.

All existing rooflights over existing group change area and learner pool to be completely removed.

Existing Mansard roof slate cladding, trims (as appropriate) and battens to be carefully removed and set aside for re-use. Existing polystyrene insulation
board to be removed and carted away. Install and securely fix fire retardant insulation between rafters. Install vapour barrier with taped and sealed joints on
inside surface of timber rafters, vapour barrier to achieve continuity with flat roof vapour check barrier/ single ply membrane. Fix reinforced breather
membrane sheeting (e.g. Proctor Roofshield) to outside of rafters, re-fix slating battens (allow for - % replacement), re-fix slate (allow for - % replacement).
Re-fix or replace closures, trims etc. to base and ridge/ capping of mansard.

Note that the new flat roof construction will raise the finished level of the roof, details at edges and abutments to be detailed to suit.

SEQUENCE OF WORKS
Sequence of work is to facilitate commencement of the interior fit-out of the changing village/ group change etc. area at the earliest opportunity. Works to be

carried out in a methodical manner which will minimise exposure of the interior of the building to the weather each day; temporary weatherproof protection is
to be provided at the end of each working day to any open/ vulnerable areas.
